A FEW words must be added in qualification of some of the

statements made in the Introduction to Vol. I.

In the first place the compiler of this Index is no longer

officially occupied in antiquarian work, and he is therefore unable

to carry out the intention to which allusion is made in Vol. I,

p. xxvii, note f. Should, however, the Society hereafter take

in hand an Index to Grants of Administration, the MS. referred

to in the note will of course be dealt with.

Again, it is necessary to supplement the paragraph (p. xxix)

which relates to Inventories. A smrfll MS. volume which had

probably been hidden for the last twenty years has come to

light, and forms an index to inventories brought in to the

Prerogative Court of Canterbury between January ist, 1522

and December, 1557. Inasmuch as the Administration-Act

books referring to tjiat period are lost, it follows that this MS.

supplies the names—not otherwise recorded—of some hundreds

of intestates. In compiling,' at any future time, an index to

early Administration grants, these names would have to be in-

cluded, similarly to those mentioned in the preceding parapraph.

The collotype plate prefixed to this volume is a reproduction

of the frontispiece to Register "Ketchyn" (see Vol. I, p. xxiii).

At first the intention was to give, by the means of lithography

a coloured fac-simile of this illumination, but a closer inspection

of it pointed to the conclusion that, in places, the artist had

used fugitive colours, and that the picture—which is of consider-

able merit—had been " restored " by an unskilful hand. Under

these circumstances it seemed that a monochrome treatment

was the most suitable. The Rev. F. A. Gasquet, O.S.B., has

most kindly made an examination of this drawing, and writes

as follows :

—

" The collotype of the richly illuminated first page of

Register ' Ketchyn ' represents Cardinal Pole and his Court.

The Cardinal, wearing his red cloak and biretta, is seated under

a canopy of state holding open upon his knees a large volume,

possibly the copy of the Holy Scriptures upon which witnesses

and others were sworn. He is attended by five bishops, two

of whom carry crosiers in their hands. The large tonsures of

three of the attendant clergy point to the fact of their being

members of some religious order, whilst the dress of the

second figure from the front, on the Cardinal's right, shows

that it is intended for a secular canon. The two foremost

figures carry golden pillars, which in Cardinal Wolsey's days

had been used by him as symbols of his dignity as Cardinal

Legate. On either side in niches are figures of Justice and

Prudence, and above them two recumbent figures of Temperance

and Fortitude. Above, under a Cardinal's hat, is a shield of

the arms of Pole as Archbishop of Canterbury ; and below,

in the rectangular space, is the inscription, Reginaldus Polus

Cardinalis Canluarieh Archiepiscopus, which, however, is barely

legible in the collotype reproduction."

The cordial thanks of the British Record Society are due

to Sir Francis H. Jeune (President of the Probate Division)

for the permission to photograph this interesting specimen of

sixteenth-century work ; and to Mr. J. K. Hemp, of the Probate

Registry, for his kindness in taking, under considerable dis-

advantages, the excellent photograph from which the collotype

has been made.
